7.
ANoRAD(Abbreviated Notice of Resource Area Delineation) under the Town of Upton Wetland B-Law (if required-no house on lot prior to May 2004) plus applicable fees

Three copies of the items listed above should be delivered to the Conservation Commission Office in the Knowlton-Risteen Building, 2nd Floor (next to the Code Enforcement Office).
NOTE:
Providing these items, payment of the filing fees, and requesting a letter from the Conservation Commission does not guarantee that a tax abatement will be granted by the Town of Upton Assessors.
